"The Church designates November 2 as the Feast of All Souls, a
day to pray for all the departed souls in Purgatory. The feasts of All
Saints [on November 1] and All Souls fall back-to-back to express the
Christian belief of the "Communion of Saints."

The Communion of Saints is the union of all the faithful on earth
(The Church Militant), the saints in Heaven (The Church Triumphant)
and the Poor Souls in Purgatory (The Church Suffering), with CHRIST as
The Head.

They are bound together by a supernaturalbond. The Church
Militant (those on earth still engaged in the struggle to save their souls)
can venerate The Church Triumphant, and the Saints can intercede with
GOD for those still on earth.
